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How to add new Faces and Names to Photos and How
to Search for Things in i0OS11

If you’re using iOS 11, you may be enjoying the new Faces and Memories features in the Photos app.
But, even while the facial recognition has improved, Photos has lost the ability to recognize new people.
If you look in the People album, you’ll see that Add People button has gone. It was there in iOS 10. How,
then, do you add new faces to your library? Fear not — it’s still easy, although a little less obvious.

Better Faces

Thanks to better machine learning, iOS is better at recognizing people, objects, and scenes. That makes
the automatically-generated Memories better and improves facial recognition. But unless you can tell
you iPad or iPhone about new people, then that’s not much good.

Adding new Faces in iOS 11

To add a new face in iOS 11, find a photo containing the person you want to add, and then swipe up.
Under the photo you’ll see thumbnails of all the people in the picture, as well as a few related
Memories. Tap the person you want to add, and you’ll be taken to their “page.” This is where you can
assign a name, as well as confirm additional faces that Photos thinks may be of the same person.

And that’s it. After you get over the initial confusion of not having a plus button in the Faces album, this
approach makes more sense. For nerds, heading to the Faces album to do the work of adding new
people makes sense, but regular folks will never ever do that, the same way they never ever tidy all
those files on their computer desktops. Putting the Faces tools right there next to the photos makes
them more discoverable and integrates them into the act of viewing. Overall, the Photos app in iOS 11 is
way better for browsing. Between Memories, Faces, and the relationships that Photos offers between
them, you really can get lost looking at old photos, rediscovering forgotten journeys and so on. It’s the
closest you can come to the digital version of happenings over old shoeboxes of photos in the attic, only
it’s better, because you never have to tidy up afterwards.
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Photo tip “The Search Feature”

You can now find all the pictures you have that have Trees (or Water, or Dogs, or Animals, or Mountains,
etc.) in the picture. To do this:

1. Open the photos application.
2. Then tap on Albums at the bottom right of the screen.
a. If Albums is not at the bottom right tap the back arrow at the top left until it does appear at

the bottom right

3. Then tap the search icon at the top right (it looks like a magnifying glass.) a. If it is not there tap
the back arrow at the top left until it does appear at the top right

4. Type in a general category of things you want to search for (like animals) in your photos.

5. Tap on the item (category) and like magic there they are.

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Music in all rooms — from one source

There are audio systems that distribute music
throughout the home; Sonos immediately comes to
mind. From the Sonos website “Sonos is the Wireless
Home Sound System that fills as many rooms as you
want with great sounding music, movies and TV.” Not
having any “hands on” experience with Sonos or similar
systems, | cannot vouch for how well they work, but |
am willing to take the positive results of the available
reviews. Basically, they are wi-fi connected speakers

that you set up in any room. From the reviews, they
seem to work well and do the job of delivering music to each room in a home, but they do come at a
cost, possibly $200 for one speaker and twice that for stereo. If you have a wi-fi network at home, with a
few additions, you may already have the components to do what the very expensive Sonos system can
do. This is not a review of the Sonos system but rather another way of accomplishing the same results,
that of distributing music to every room, done with equipment you may already be using.

So, what equipment will you need to pull this off? First, and maybe obviously, you need wi-fi that covers
all the rooms or locations where you want to listen to the music. (If you want music in the Garage, you
must get wi-fi into the garage.) In addition to this you will need a computer at each of the locations,
(Yes, even one in the garage.) All the computer needs is a Microsoft operating system, like Windows 10
or Windows 7. (It will probably even work with XP, but please don’t go there.) It will not need much
memory and it will only need enough storage to hold the operating system and a little more. 1 GB of
RAM and 32GB of storage will easily do the trick. So, the computer can be small and probably
inexpensive, possibly one of the “netbooks” that run somewhere around $200. (Dell, HP, and Lenovo
have models that sometimes go on good sales.) The audio from these inexpensive computers is not of
the highest quality, so if it is quality audio that you want at a particular location you may have to use an
amplifier and some external speakers. If you don’t have this equipment at a location, then this solution
may not be any cheaper than a similar Sonos solution. But, if you have some old equipment, or can get it
for a low cost, this may still be less expensive.
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Next, and most important, is the software that runs the whole setup. Take a guess? It is Windows Media
Player. Yes, the one that comes with Windows; it actually comes with all current versions of Windows. It
has been part of windows since before Windows XP. You play music at a location by running Windows
Media Player on the computer at that location. Windows Media Player can be set up to play Playlists. A
Playlist is a list of songs, or tunes, that you would like to play in a sequence. A Playlist can be a list of any
Tunes. They don’t have to have anything in common, although the reason you put together a playlist is
usually to have a lot of related music for your listening pleasure. You might want a playlist of love songs
to create a certain mood. Or, you might like an “Old Favorites” playlist for a nostalgic evening. Many
people make playlists for music of certain genres. | have created playlists for “Rock & Roll”, “Pre-Rock &
Roll” (think Eddie Fisher), “Folk”, “Favorites”, “Country”, “Country Legends”, “Christmas”, “Big Bands”,
“MoTown”, and “Fun Songs”. There really is no right or wrong way to develop your Playlists. (Though,
the Genre indication on the song may help you place it into a playlist.) | even have a playlist for each of
the artists that have created a large body of work, like Neil Diamond, Barbara Streisand, Billy Joel, Simon
& Garfunkel, Frank Sinatra, Willy Nelson, “Peter, Paul & Mary”, Perry Como, Ray Charles - you get the
idea. (Sometimes you just want to hear a lot of one artist. | love to listen to Neil Diamond.) Once you’ve
decided on the Playlist type, all you must do is cull through your music collection (of .mp3 files) and put
the tunes that support that type of listening into the list. Playlists can get long; many of my playlists
provide 3 and 4 hours of listening.

If that was all you had to do, it probably wouldn’t be the subject of a Technical Thoughts article. The
“secret sauce” here is the ability to have only one database of music tunes on one computer and have
all the computers using that one central database. (The one music database will be in the one computer
that has enough memory to support a substantial sized music database. For this article, we'll call it the
“main” computer, and yes, it must be turned on whenever you are playing music.) If you are wondering
why it is important that we have only one database, well, it's because maintaining multiple databases,
and keeping them in sync can be a very time consuming, and error prone activity. Every time you
wanted to add a tune to the database, or change a playlist, you would have to change the music
database in all the computers. Also, as | indicated at the beginning of the article, you would only need a
small amount of memory in the computers. A music database could grow to beyond the available
memory in a small netbook with only 32GB of storage. (My music database itself is 37GB now.) So, if you
want to take advantage of the least expensive netbooks in some of the locations, this technique is a
necessity. The technique is to create a set of playlists that only use the database in the “main”
computer. Then, when you are setting up Windows Media Player in all the other computers, just include
the Playlists, not the tunes. When Windows Media Player uses the playlist, it will access the music in the
main computer, over the wi-fi network, behind the scenes, and the listener will never realize that the
music files are coming from another computer. You might have to experiment a little at first to make
sure each of the music entries in the playlist has the complete location, such as
\\MainComputer\MP3Music\ Tunetitle.mp3. Now you can play any of the playlists at any of the
computers, at different times or even simultaneously. Windows Media Player takes care of all the details
and you are left only to enjoy all the music.

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A Note from the Treasurer

Below is an article received from APCUG entitled, Is Your Group a 501C3 Non-Profit Organization?

Is your group a 501©3 non-profit organization?

If so, a cautionary tale of one president’s ordeal to reinstate the groups 501©3 status.

“There once was a club that was founded 25 years ago. All seemed to be going OK until one day the club
tried to make a purchase using their status as a 501(c)(3) (nonprofit). They were told their status had
been revoked. The President of the club looked into the matter. He had come from a business
background and had no experience with nonprofits. Since the club had been functioning well for twenty
years and he was an “outsider,” no sense in rocking the boat. This was all about to change. It was
discovered that a letter had been sent from that dreaded Big Government Agency saying, “failure to file
for three consecutive years had caused the revocation,” but it seems that no one knew where that letter
went so no one read it and nothing was done. As much as you dread what is inside, who would ignore a
letter from that Big Government Agency? In exploring further, the President found that the filing that
needed to be done was a very short form done online and could be filled out in less than 10 minutes.
Water over the dam, right? After a call to the Big Government Agency, the President thought maybe
advice from an expert in the field would be prudent. After collecting basic financial data about the club
and writing a letter that explained what had happened and what was to happen to prevent this
occurrence in the future the President visited an attorney that specialized in Nonprofit Corporations.
After two visits to this attorney it was determined there were two courses open. Go for a Retroactive
Reinstatement or file Local State and Federal taxes for 5 years. Probably no taxes due but penalties and
interest would be hefty. Getting the work done could run more than this club had in its treasury.

The attorney's bill for just consultation so far was almost $1500. The President said, “I can do this
myself.” Despite an audit being performed by club officers every year, it turns out the “books” were in
sad shape. In the five-year period that had to be reported as delinquent, no yearend closing balance
agreed with the opening balance for the next fiscal year. Also, many of the columns of numbers did not
add up. Not a good starting point to submit close to 140 pages of forms, schedules and letters of
explanation all required by that big Government Agency to obtain Retroactive Reinstatement.

The President and his wife worked on one year and made “Journal Entries” recommendations for the
other years to cause them to “balance.” This package was put together as an example package. The
President than asked other members of the club if they would take one of the five years and fill in the
numbers based on the example. All this time there was a deadline looming as the Reinstatement
process would probably take six months by the Big Government Agency's best guess. More time than
that would put this club past the deadline for the next year's filing which could not be done until the
club received its Retroactive Reinstatement.




By the President’s deadline date, 3 of the 4 volunteers returned their forms. The President gave the
three very high marks for stepping up and making a good effort with less than solid information to work
with. Unfortunately, only one of the three's work was usable with minor adjustments and the other two
were completely redone by the President. The President never heard from the fourth person that didn't
even try or respond to an email regarding progress and offer of help if needed.

The four-page form that the volunteers had been working on had a 48-page instruction sheet. The
additional form to be submitted was 48 pages. Along with these forms, letters of detailed explanation
and examples of 501(c)(3) worthiness had to be submitted also. The final indignity involved sending this
Big Government Agency a check.

Since the forms were to be sent to the Big Government Agency's name and “address,” most would think
(some even put it in writing) but NO, the check was to be made out to another Agency. Then there was
the question of where to send it. There were no less than four different addresses listed in various
publications. Then there was the amount. Depending on which Big Government Agency's current
publication you were looking at it could be this or it could be that.

Speaking of publications, this President relayed a story about looking for a particular Schedule E that
need to be filed. Going to the Big Government Agency's website there was a repository of forms. He
entered the form he was looking for and the response was 17,723 possibilities. They were listed ten to a
page and not in alpha or numeric order. Tax payer dollars at work! Additional trials and tribulations of
what this President endured in his several hundred hours of work would make this story too long to
repeat. Just know that completion involved over a ream of paper and several “jumbo” ink cartridges.
Also, some of the additional stories involved loss of temper, bad language and adult beverages. Just way
too dark to repeat."
